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- The role of patient and individual beliefs in emotion
regulation, as they might relate to different types of
mental health disorders;

- The efficacy of treatment programs (or the
assessment of techniques) that focus on emotion
regulation based on patient and individual beliefs;

- The utility and validity of clinical treatment techniques
or psychotherapeutic interventions that outline the
relationship between emotion regulation and self-
monitoring of the process.
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
